Workshop – Wonky Squares – Ann Hibberd – Monday 4th July 2016   10am – 4pm

Refreshments provided as per meetings but bring your own lunch.
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Ann says “A fun, no measuring way to use a pack of pre-cut squares. The quilt top will measure approx 43" x 51" before any borders are added.  Using a pack of pre-cut 10" squares and a "no measuring" rotary cutting technique, make a quilt top full of wonky squares. These can be sewn together directly to make a lap-size quilt, or sashings and borders added to make it larger. 

Instead of using a pre-cut pack you could cut 10" squares from your own stash in advance of the class.”

Requirements

• Pack of 42 x 10" squares (eg - Moda Layer Cake) - alternatively, you can cut 42 x 10" squares from your stash ahead of the workshop

• Rotary cutting equipment - board, ruler and cutter (with sharp blade)

• Sewing machine in good working order with 1/4" foot and manual

• Thread to tone with your squares

• Pins

To complete the quilt top you will need border and binding fabric/s. Amounts to be discussed in the workshop.

Please test your machine prior to the workshop. Ann says “It's a shame to use workshop time trying to get a machine to work and I am no expert!”
